DEFENDANT KEVIN THOMPSON'S ASSENTED TO MOTION FOR RELIEF FROM JUDGE DIGANGI'S PRE-TRIAL NOTICE AND ORDER, DATED 

SEPTEMBER 12, 2007

The Defendant, Kevin Thompson ("Father") moves the Court, pursuant to Mass. Civil Proc. Rule 60(b)(1), to cancel the November 9, 2007 pre-trial conference, as scheduled by Judge Digangi in his September 12, 2007 temporary order and dismiss the case.


As grounds for the motion, the Father contends that:

(1)
The Father filed a Stipulation of 

(1)
On motion and upon such terms as are just, the court may relieve a party... from a final judgment, order, or proceeding for... mistake, inadvertence, surprise, or excusable neglect.  See Mass. Civ. Proc Rule 60(b)(1).
(2)
The pre-trial conference on the Mother's complaint already took place on April 10, 2007.  When Judge Digangi failed to schedule a trial within a reasonable time period, the Mother filed a request for a one-hour TRIAL assignment on July 11, 2007 (copy attached).

(3)
Rather than schedule a one-hour trial, as requested by the Mother, Judge Digangi chose to schedule a SECOND pre-trial conference to further delay this case.

(4)
The merit-less delays and costly court appearances that Judge Digangi and Judge Manzi have forced the parties to endure over the 17 months since this complaint was first brought into Judge Digangi's courtroom are a disgrace.

(5)
Since an honorable judge would have recused himself from this case, the Father was certain that Judge Digangi would not.  Therefore, he filed his three motions for recusal, not with an expectation that they would be allowed, but with an expectation that Judge Digangi would deny them and confirm the Father's claim that Judge Digangi is corrupt.

(6)
Only a corrupt judge would ignore the clear conflict of interest and refuse to recuse himself from a case involving a book, in which he is exposed as a criminal and called a "dangerous combination of arrogance, ignorance and incompetence."

(7)
Only a corrupt judge would refuse to recuse himself from a case involving a litigant who has reported him twice to the Commission on Judicial Conduct and listed him as a defendant in his federal court lawsuit.

(8)
And only a corrupt and/or incompetent judge would think that he has the jurisdiction to rule on a book that is produced outside the state of Massachusetts and on a complaint that was not properly before the court with the required service of a summons and complaint on the defendant.

(9)
On July 25, 2006, the Father's motion for reconsideration of Judge Manzi's orders pertaining to his book was allowed by Single Justice Kantrowicz and remanded back to the lower court for findings of fact and rulings of law that would demonstrate a compelling interest that a restraint on speech would serve.  

(10)
Since a compelling interest to restrain speech cannot be produced, the Father contends that Judge Digangi has deliberately delayed justice to make this case has costly and time-consuming as possible.

WHEREFORE, the Father requests that an expedited one-hour trial be scheduled at the Court's earliest convenience before an honorable court.
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
