CHAPTER 17


OPENING STATEMENT

TRIAL CLOSING STATEMENT

Attorney Gleason has argued that my complaint for modification is without merit because there has not been a significant change in circumstances to warrant a modification.

If we ignore all the evidence that was presented today pertaining to Miss Moran’s use of our son as a pawn to play games with me and the fact that she is the significantly less fit parent, a modification would still be warranted based solely on the four years that have elapsed between trials.

Judge Digangi’s excuse for stealing my parental rights the first time around was that a two year old child needs to be with the nurturance of his mother.

My son will be six years old in less than three weeks and is certainly capable of adapting to a relationship that is in his best interests, a balanced relationship with both of his parents.

Every statistic and study that has not been produced by the radical feminist propaganda machine supports the position that equal parenting is in the best interests of a child.

The majority view of the psychiatric and pediatric profession is that mothers and fathers are equals as parents and that a close relationship with both parents is necessary to maximize the child's chances for a healthy and productive life.

J. Atkinson, Criteria for Deciding Child Custody in the Trial and Appellate Courts, Family Law Quarterly, Vol.XVIII, No. 1, American Bar association (Spring 1984).

The American Psychological Association stated that the research supports the conclusion that joint custody is associated with favorable outcomes for children including father involvement, adjustment outcomes, reduced re-litigation costs, and reduced parental conflict.

The APA noted that the need for an improved policy to reduce the present adversarial approach that has resulted in primarily sole maternal custody, limited father involvement, and maladjustment of both children and parents is critical.

Report to the US Commission on Child and Family Welfare, American Psychological Association (June 14, 1995)

The same American Psychological Association adopted the following resolution:

Be it resolved that the Council of Representatives recognizes officially... that it is scientifically and psychologically baseless, as well as a violation of human rights, to discriminate against men because of their sex in the assignment of children's custody.

According to the U.S. Census Bureau, children raised by single mothers are 5 times more likely to commit suicide, 32 times more likely to run away, 20 times more likely to have behavioral disorders, 14 times more likely to commit rape, 9 times more likely to drop out of school, 10 times more likely to abuse drugs, 9 times more likely to be institutionalized, and 20 times more likely to end up in prison. (U.S. Census Bureau)

According to the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, fatherless children are at a dramatically greater risk of drug and alcohol abuse, mental illness, suicide, poor educational performance, teen pregnancy, and criminality.  By contrast, children whose fathers are involved in raising them do better in school, are less likely to get into trouble with the law, and are more likely to be better parents themselves.

I don't need studies to tell me this.  I see it every day as a high school teacher.  Although there are always exceptions to the rule, the large majority of fatherless students who I have had in class are less responsible, less resilient, less disciplined, less mature, and less self-confident.

Attorney Gleason has claimed that I think I am some kind of law expert.

I am not a law expert and have never claimed to be.  I am simply doing everything in my power to prevent my son from becoming a third generation casualty of his mother’s dysfunctional family.

What I am an expert on are the facts of this case.

And what I am an expert on is what is in my son’s best interests. 

I don’t have to be a law expert to know that my son and I have been screwed over by individuals in this court system, who have defied the law.

I know the law well enough to know that the Fourteenth Amendment protects my rights to due process and equal protection under the law.  

I know that people are innocent until proven guilty and have the right to submit evidence favorable to their case.  

I know that there is a burden of proof that accusers must overcome.  

I know that judges cannot hide behind immunity when they have defied the laws of the land that they have sworn to uphold.  

I know that judges are required to recuse themselves from cases when there is even the appearance that they cannot be impartial.  

I know that judges cannot impound cases to conceal fraud and extortion OR impound cases without producing findings of fact to justify such a concealment of information.

I know that Massachusetts forbids the creation of second-class citizens and prohibits judges from treating fathers as lesser parents than mothers.

And I know that perjury is illegal.

What I contend I am an expert on is the hidden agenda of this court system.

The first question that should be asked of parents in a contested case is, "Do either of you intend to prove that the other parent is unfit?"  If the answer to that question is no from both parents, then, pursuant to the equal protection clause of our state and federal constitutions, and unless the parents voluntarily agree to some other arrangement, the ruling should be 50/50 custody.

But if this were the rule rather than the exception, billable litigation would be significantly reduced, the child support services department would need to be downsized, the domestic violence industry would lose the customers that it gets with the incentive for mothers to make up false allegations as a court strategy, the state would lose federal funding that it gets every time the child support guidelines are applied, and radical feminists would lose the uneven playing field that they worked so hard to get with their propaganda that men are all evil and women are all victims.

Is it really any surprise that the only people in this state and in this country who oppose equal parenting are the well-funded groups that I just mentioned?  

The other 85% of people in this state, who are not turning a profit off the crimes committed in family court, are well aware that children need both parents equally involved in their lives.

The fact is that if family courts were sincerely interested in the best interests of the children then they would allow all the information that both parents believe is relevant so that they could make informed decisions.  

Because I do not hold grudges, I forgave Miss Moran long ago for her actions against me.  Miss Moran refuses to make the same effort and it is damaging our son.

I love my son way too much to EVER give up on him and allow the most important person in my life to be destroyed by a bitter, vindictive woman.  

My son is not going to learn that the way to go through life is to lie, cheat, and play the system.  He is not going to learn to hate himself for being born male.  And he is not going to learn that fathers are lesser parents than mothers.

Up to now, this court system has failed me and it has failed my son.  It has taken away all of my faith in the integrity, impartiality, and competence of the judiciary.  

By placing my son with the significantly less fit parent, who lacks the stability to put my son's interests before her vindictive agenda, it has put my son in a position that will ruin his life.  

I cannot let that happen.  And I will continue to do everything in my power to hold those who are illegally keeping me from my son accountable.

Having to deal with this system of liars and hypocrites turns my stomach, but I have no other choice.  I have no choice because there is an innocent little boy who is counting on me to reclaim his right to a balanced relationship with his father.  And I take that responsibility very seriously.

Contrary to the insulting gender stereotypes that I have had to stomach in this court system, my father was as much a "nurturer" and “caretaker” in my family as my mother.  The parenting responsibilities were shared.

It was my father who did all of the food shopping and the cooking in our house.  He was the one who took us camping in the summer, sledding in the winter, and to church every Sunday, who kicked me out of the house and from in front of the TV to shoot baskets, play catch, or mow the lawn; and who was involved in cub scouts and coached my baseball and hockey teams.  

My father can take credit for my resilience, my competitiveness, my frugalness, my sense of fair play, my work ethic, and my love of sports. 

My mother's influences were significant as well.  She prioritized making each of her kids feel uniquely special.  She was the one who kept our house meticulous and organized.  My mother was the one who I felt most comfortable talking to about anything and everything and who instilled my love for school and learning.

My mother was the one who raised me to be a leader and not a follower, to be honest to a fault, to have the moral courage to not compromise my principles.  I can credit my mother for my academic achievements, my integrity, my attention to detail, my stubbornness to succeed, and my self-confidence.

A father's influences are not more nor less important than those from a mother, they are just different.  A child needs the unique influences that are provided by both of his parents to be well-rounded and it should not be in a court's power to play God and intrude on those fundamental rights when both parents are fit.

I have refused to throw in the towel because I just cannot accept the thought that every judge in this system is corrupt.  Statistically, it's not possible.  

There are too many good people in this world with the integrity and moral fortitude to do what's right regardless of the pressures that may exist to generate business.

Judge Cronin, I am gambling that you are that maverick and that you are that ethical exception to the rule.

To conclude I will read a statement expressed, not by a father or some other victim of this system, but by Family Court Judge Judith Scheindlin in her book.

American fathers are led down a primrose path every day in our family courts, often with disastrous legal results.  They wind up in the Land of Gender Bias, where they are systematically stripped of their rights... Here the chronic blindness to men's rights would appall you.  Courts are supposed to approach cases of child custody, support payments, and visitation rights in what we call a gender-neutral posture.  It sounds fair, and it is fair, but it is a myth.  Judges are not enforcing these gender laws fairly and few seem to care.  So get it together dads: you have a legitimate beef and you need to make this a public issue.  Right now the courts don't hear you.

I can only pray that this court has heard me today and is honorable.  Thank you.

Didn't my sister testify to the fact that you could barely stand up or talk when you came out of hiding after the police left? (Tr. pp.92-93, lines 18-11)

Have you ever bothered to come to his class to show your support?

Didn't I also enroll Patrick in a Learn to Skate program?

And didn't I attend a clinic so that I could be on the ice with him as one of his coaches?

Haven't I also invited you to join us so that you could see Patrick in his skating classes?

Have you ever bothered to come to these classes to show your support?

11.
Didn't I enroll Patrick in Cedardale for the summer so that he could participate in the activities that were going on there?

Weren't you invited to join us on a number of occasions?

Didn’t a fellow by the name of Ed Farrell contact you two years ago to convince you to enroll Patrick in this same program at Cedardale?

Did you?

INVITATIONS:

Haven't I invited you to join us on trips to the beach, a Lowell Spinners game, and Canobie Lake Park, to name just a few of those invitations?

Didn't I stop to say hello one summer day and invite you to join us for a trip to the zoo only to get an email from your attorney later that day with a directive to refrain from driving by your home?

3.
And didn't this same email include the claim that you felt that my actions were meant to intimidate you?  (EJ p.13)

4.
So what exactly was intimidating to you?  When I said hello to you?  Or when I invited you to the zoo and the Museum of Science?

5.
On another occasion, didn't I even bring pizza over to your house for you and Patrick?  Did that also intimidate you?

6.
Isn't it true that before Patrick realized I was there, he was sitting despondently near your fence in tears?

7.
Do you think Patrick might have been despondent because you had him isolated from several kids who he could see playing together in the yard next door?

8.
Was the real reason why you did not want me dropping by is because you did not want me to see how inactive and sad Patrick is in your company?

9.
Why did Attorney Dow withdraw from this case?

I believe I have a right to know.  Attorney Dow's withdrawal from this case cost me a significant amount of time, effort, and a postponement of this trial date.  

Furthermore, if Attorney Dow had withdrawn from this case legally by timely filing her motion and showing up to court to get permission from the court, as required, to withdraw from a case that was already scheduled for trial, I would have had the opportunity to question her and oppose her motion.

I also find it unlikely that Miss Moran would voluntarily dismiss Attorney Dow to hire someone charging her almost twice Attorney Dow's rate.

So Patrick was not hospitalized and observed overnight as you claimed in your motion to get me on supervised visitations, was he?

6.
And where does it say in these discharge papers that Patrick would require inactivity 24 hours after this hospital visit, as you alleged?

7.
Before I leave this exhibit, what is listed as Patrick's name on the discharge papers?

8.
Is Patrick's legal name "Thompson Moran"?

I would like to submit at this time a copy of Patrick's birth certificate, social security card, and health insurance card, which list him by his legal name (#10).

9.
Since Patrick's health insurance card lists him with his legal last name of Thompson, you don't find it dangerous, in the event of a medical emergency, to play games with Patrick's name?

10.
Haven't you had to call me twice to pick up prescriptions for you because Patrick's health insurance does not match the false name that you gave to the pharmacy?

At this time, I would like to submit a printout from the pharmacy, which has Patrick falsely listed as Patrick Moran (#11).

11.
Isn't there a note in Patrick's file at his pediatrician's office, which reads, "Mother called on 4-20-06 to say that last name should always be Moran-Thompson?

12.
Isn't it true that Patrick's last name is not "Moran"; it is not "Thompson Moran"; and it is not "Moran-Thompson"?

13.
So why do you continue to falsify Patrick's records?

14.
Are you just trying to instigate a reaction from me by not recognizing Thompson as Patrick's last name?

15.
Isn't it true that Patrick was enrolled at Hilltop under the name Patrick Moran?

16.
And didn't Patrick complain to you and me because they were referring to him there as Patrick M instead of by his legal last name?

At this time, I would like to play a message from our son left on my answering machine. (Counter 000)

17.
It doesn't concern you that you are confusing and upsetting Patrick just so you can play a vindictive game with me?

18.
Didn't you enroll Patrick at Silver Hills under the false name Moran-Thompson by tampering with his birth certificate to add in a hyphen?

19.
Are you playing a game of semantics with me right now because it was your mother or Ginny who physically wrote in the hyphen?

20.
Isn't it also true that you claimed that there was a restraining order against me that prohibited me from Patrick's school?

21.
And didn't you sell this story to the school by submitting our custody orders with the words "restraining order" written across the top in green marker? 

22.
Are you again playing a game of semantics because it was your mother or Ginny who actually submitted the counterfeit restraining order and wrote restraining order in green marker across the top?

23.
And wasn't that counterfeit restraining order taped to the desk of Patrick's kindergarten teacher, Mrs. Limbeck?

24.
Are you aware that Mrs. Limbeck destroyed the phony restraining order right before my eyes when I asked her to make a copy for me?

25.
Can you tell me what you said about me to convince Patrick's teacher and principal to lie for you and destroy material evidence?

26.
It is my understanding that you convinced the principal, Mrs. Gilman, to write up a statement for you regarding the birth certificate and restraining order, is that correct?

27.
And do you recall, the principal writing in her letter that the school used the name as it appeared on the birth certificate, which shows no hyphen

I would like to submit at this time the school-provided copies of the tampered birth certificate (#12) and Patrick's student profile (#13).

28.
Do you think that the principal would have denied the existence of a tampered birth certificate if she knew that the school had provided me with a copy of this tampered birth certificate?

29.
Do you think that the principal would have claimed that Patrick was enrolled without a hyphen if she knew that the school had also provided me with a copy of Patrick's student profile before it was amended?

30.
Didn't you list Mrs. Gilman and Mrs. Limbeck as witnesses in your question 6 answer to my interrogatories? (#4)

31.
Were they listed as witnesses so that I would not make the effort to have them here today as my witnesses to question under oath?

32.
Is this your signature at the bottom of Patrick's student profile?

33.
And doesn't your signature confirm that all of the information in Patrick's student profile is correct?

34.
If you did not allege that there was a restraining order then why does it read in Patrick's student profile that there are restrictions regarding visitation and dismissal and that the only ones allowed to pick up Patrick are you, your mother, and Aunt Ginny?

35.
Is the woman who you refer to as Aunt Ginny in any way related to Patrick?

36.
So this woman, unrelated to Patrick, is allowed to pick Patrick up from school, but not his own father?

37.
Why does this same student profile also indicate that restrictions do exist and that court orders are filed with the school?

38.
Why would there be a need to file our custody orders with the school unless you were trying to pass them off as a restraining order?

I would like to submit at this time our custody orders (#14).

39.
Is there anything in our custody order that restricts my presence at Patrick's school? 

40.
In fact, don't our custody orders require that I be notified regarding school records and activities?

41.
Isn't it true that you went back to the school the day after my visit to remove my name from Patrick's student file as Patrick's father, which I told you I had added?

42.
What excuse can you possibly come up with to justify this act that does not reek of malice and spite?

"GETTING BACK TO THE HOSPITAL VISIT":

1.
Isn't it true that you are legally obligated to notify me of medical records involving Patrick?

2.
You don't think that a trip to the emergency room for dehydration on March 28, 2007, at which time you claim that Patrick received IV treatment, warranted a call to me?

3.
Isn't it true that you would have received a call from me immediately if it was I who had to take Patrick to the emergency room?

4.
Since the only time that I ever received a call from you regarding a trip to the emergency room was when you dropped Patrick on his head as an infant, are there any other trips that I should know about?

5.
Isn't it true that you made no mention of this trip to the emergency room when I picked up Patrick the next day?

I would like to submit my email journal at this time.

6.
Can you please read my March 27, 2007 email to you at the bottom of page 66?

7.
Now please read the date and time of your email response to that email?

8.
Isn't this just two hours after you had returned from the hospital with Patrick?

9.
Can you please read your response?

10.
Can you tell me where in this response it informs me that Patrick was treated at the emergency room for dehydration?

11.
So you did not mention this dehydration involving IV treatments in an email two hours after returning from the hospital, but you claim to have discussed the emergency room visit the following day in the seconds of handing over Patrick to me?

12.
Isn't it true that this whole stunt to deceive the court into putting me on supervised visitations was your response to Judge Manzi's denial of your motion to dismiss my complaint?

$300 PER WEEK TO WATCH PATRICK (?!)

1.
In your interrogatory response to question 22 (#4), do you recall denying that you had claimed at our pretrial conference that you were paying your mother $300 per week to watch Patrick?

2.
Is this another "semantics denial" because you made this claim in the hall outside Judge Cronin’s courtroom on that day?

I would like to submit at this time Miss Moran's December 27, 2007 financial statement (#15).

3.
Is this your signature on page 4 of this statement?

4.
And doesn't your signature certify under the penalties of perjury that the information stated in this financial statement is true and accurate?

5.
I would like you to refer to item r of your weekly expenses, can you indicate the amount that you listed for child care?  ($296.15)

6.
And isn't this amount supposed to represent an average weekly expense?

7.
Do you pay child care during the weeks that you have off from school in December, February, and April?

8.
Do you pay child care for the two months that you have off in the summer?

9.
So since you claim to average $296.15 per week in child care expenses, does that mean that you pay what calculates to be $385 for the 40 weeks that you actually need day care?

10.
Where does Patrick attend kindergarten?

11.
And what are his hours there?

12.
Is Silver Hills a public or a private school?

13.
So you would agree that there are no costs associated with Patrick's attendance at Silver Hills Monday through Friday from 8 AM until 11:30 AM?

14.
How many afternoons does Patrick attend Hilltop day care after leaving Silver Hills?

15.
And what is the cost per week of these two afternoons at Hilltop?

16.
So you are claiming that you pay your own mother ($300 - XX) per week for the nine hours at most that she watches Patrick while you are at work?

17.
Didn't I make a discovery request for all records, bank receipts, and cancelled checks from September 1st, 2007 through November 18th, 2007, which verify your claim that you pay your mother $127.90 per week for rent and $300 per week for day care, as alleged at our September 21st, 2007 pretrial conference?

18.
Do you recall responding to my original request with the statement, "Defendant has no such documents in her possession, custody, and control?

I would like to submit at this time Defendant's Responses to Judge Cronin's Order of February 1st, 2008 (#16).

19.
Didn't you also respond to Judge Cronin's order to produce such documentation (#5) with the same response, "Defendant has no such documents in her possession, custody, or control? (#16, Answer 3)

20.
And didn't Judge Cronin’s order request the supporting evidence since June 1st of 2004?

21.
I can understand the difficulty in producing records that go back almost four years, but can you explain why you could not produce bank receipts or cancelled checks for just the seven week time period that I requested?

22.
Isn't it true that you have been committing perjury on your financial statements since this case was opened to maximize the child support amount?

23.
And isn't it also true that this is not the first time that you have refused to provide bank receipts and cancelled checks pertaining to expenses that you have alleged on financial statements?

I would like to submit at this time a May 9th, 2003 letter and Miss Moran's May 28th, 2003 Financial Statement as one exhibit (#17).

24.
Please read the highlighted section of this letter?

25.
Wasn't this letter your lawyer's response to my May 5th, 2003 request for the production of documents that would confirm figures listed in your original financial statement AND confirm your claim that your mother had been your landlord and day care provider since September of 2002?

26.
If your lawyer is stating on May 9, 2003, that you pay your mother's real estate taxes and water bill in lieu of rent, then why does your financial statement submitted to the court less than three weeks later list $127.02 for rent?

I would like to submit at this time, Charleen Moran's 2002 tax returns (#18).

27.
If your mother was your day care provider since September of 2002, who you alleged to be paying $225 per week on your May 28, 2003 financial statement, then why does her 2002 tax return indicate that she earned zero in wages, zero in rental income, but collected $8,959 in unemployment compensation in 2002?

28.
Why does the same return list your mother as a head of household with YOU, her 38 year old daughter at the time, listed as her qualifying child to claim the head of household filing status?

I would now like to submit Miss Moran's 2002 tax return (#19) and note that this is all I received in response to my request for Miss Moran's state AND federal tax returns.

29.
Isn't it true that you also claimed head of household filing status when completing your tax returns in 2002? (#19, p.1)

30.
So both you and your mother claimed head of household filing status for the same home, is that correct?

31.
Isn't that tax fraud?

32.
Have you completed your tax return yet for 2007?

33.
Did you list Patrick as a dependent on your tax return this year?

34.
(If she answers yes)  Then, doesn't that mean that you are in contempt of Judge Digangi's court orders?

35.
Isn't it true that the custody orders specify that you are to claim Patrick in even years and that I am to claim him in odd years?  (#14)

36.
Do you still deny that you have committed fraud on the court and that I cannot prove you guilty of fraud?

FALSE ALLEGATIONS

1.
Isn't it true that you have responded to every perceived threat to your custody arrangement with a false allegation against me?

2.
Are you claiming that you and your mother did not conspire on a phony story of verbal abuse to get a restraining order against me in response to Judge Manzi's order for your mother’s tax return?

3.
If you were so fearful of me, can you explain why you waited six days after the alleged incident to file your ex parte motion?

4.
Didn't I have another visitation day with Patrick prior to you going to court without incident, oblivious to what you were cooking up?

5.
And how did that false allegation work out for you when I got my day in court before Judge Sahagian to communicate the truth and your motive for filing the restraining order?

6.
Isn't it true that you testified to the fact that I have never laid a hand on you or threatened you with physical harm?  (Tr. pp.35-36, lines 16-1)

7.
Can you explain then how I could be accused by you of assault and battery that resulted in me spending a night in jail if I have never touched you?

8.
Your mother claimed in court that you had red marks on your arms on that day, do you recall your explanation for these red marks?

9.
Didn't you claim that you got these red marks in a tug of war with me over your jewelry tree?  (Tr. p.35, lines 19-22)

10.
As a science teacher, can you explain the physics or the biology behind how red marks could be caused by pulling on something as fragile as a jewelry tree?

I would like to submit the police report pertaining to this incident at this time (#20).

11.
Can you explain why there is no mention of red marks or marks of any kind in the police report? 

12.
Wouldn't that be relevant to a police report on assault and battery? 

13.
Wouldn't the police be obligated to take some pictures of this injury as part of their report?

14.
Isn't it true that your mother made up this story about red marks to pad her restraining order statement and you have had to corroborate this lie since?

15.
The police report also lists malicious destruction of property as a charge against me, correct?

16.
Didn't the jewelry tree accidentally break when we both let go of it at the same time and it fell to the floor?

17.
How does that in any way qualify as malicious destruction of property?

18.
Are you willing to admit that you made up this assault and battery story in response to my notice to you that I would be seeking custody of Patrick and my demand for you to return the engagement ring?

19.
Isn't it also true that you already admitted to making this story up two days later?

20.
Regarding the engagement ring, didn't you commit fraud in small claims court with the claim that the diamond solitaire ring was not an engagement ring, but a gift given to you so that you would not be embarrassed at school as a pregnant, unwed teacher?

21.
How did that argument go over in small claims court?

22.
Are you going to deny under oath that I did not get down on one knee and propose to you in my home?

23.
Isn't it true that you have repeatedly claimed that I am cheap and that I only want custody to get out of paying child support?

24.
If I am so cheap as you claim and if the ring was only for appearance, then wouldn't it have been more frugal for me to save the $2,500 cost of the diamond and purchase a cubic zirconium instead?

DENYING VISITATION:

Isn't it true that you have used Patrick, specifically my access to him, to punish me in the past for some perceived issue that you have with me at the time?

2.
Did you or did you not agree and then change your mind about letting me have Patrick for a trip to Canobie Lake park with his cousins because you were mad that I had noted in an email that you don't ask, but instead demand, changes to our schedule?  (EJ p. 25-26)

3.
Did you or did you not try to sabotage Patrick's swim classes with the excuse that I could no longer pick up Patrick at my court-ordered time from your mother?  (EJ p. 2k-2l)

4.
And what was the reason why your mother was no longer willing to hand me Patrick?  Wasn't it because she was mad at me because of my book?

5.
And why did you deny my request to take Patrick to a Red Sox game?  Wasn't it to punish me for asking you in front of Patrick?  (EJ p. 29-30)

6.
Can you tell me why my requests for time with Patrick need to be a secret from him?  

7.
Is it to conceal the fact that you are using him as a pawn to play games with me?

8.
Isn't it true that you have denied me my court-ordered visitation time with Patrick on numerous occasions for frivolous reasons?  

9.
Is a runny nose a legitimate reason?

10.
Is an ear infection a legitimate reason?

11.
Is a false claim that Patrick has chicken pox a legitimate reason?

12.
Is a trip to court to get an order to ban my book a legitimate reason? (EJ p. 2k)

13.
Was Patrick with you when you went to Salem to get your book ban orders?

14.
Who was he with while you were at court? (I assume grandmother)

15.
Why then could I not simply pick Patrick up from your mother on that day?

16.
Isn't it because denying me visitation was your vindictive response to the release of my book?

17.
Have you stayed home from work on all of these days that Patrick is too ill for me to see him?

18.
If not, then who is watching him?

19.
So Patrick is well enough to stay with your mother, but not well enough for his father to have him on his court-ordered days?

20.
Didn't you unilaterally cut two hours of my time with Patrick per week when you transferred schools because you said you would not be home to hand him to me?  

21.
And didn't you ignore my suggestion that I could simply pick up Patrick from wherever he is at prior to the time that you get home from work?

22.
Don't I usually pick up Patrick from your mother or Ginny?  

23.
Then why did it matter what time YOU get out of work?

24.
Did you leave a message on my answering machine on Thursday, March 2, 2006, the day you went to Judge Digangi's court to ban my book, to tell me that I could not have Patrick on that day because you would not be home to give him to me?

25.
Didn't you also promise in that same message to call me later that day to reschedule?

26.
Did you call me back later that day?

27.
Did you answer the phone that night when I called you?

28.
Did you answer the phone or return the messages that I left on Friday, Saturday, and Sunday? 

29.
Do you recall the excuse that you gave me when I picked up Patrick on my next scheduled day (Monday, March 6th) for why you had not answered or returned my calls? (Tape- March 6, 2006)

30.
Isn't it true that you have been using problems with your phone service for three years now for why I can rarely reach you by phone?

31.
And isn't it true that the only reason why I have been more successful reaching you recently is because you know that I am documenting my attempts to call Patrick?

32.
Phone problems or not, can you explain how you were able to contact me to tell me that I could not have Patrick on March 2nd, but not able to contact me later that day or on March 3rd, 4th, or 5th, to reschedule as you promised in your original message?

33.
February vacation last year, didn't you agree to let me have Patrick on Friday, February 23rd, 2007, instead of Thursday so that I could visit my father for three days in Florida?

34.
So where were you when I arrived to pick up Patrick on Friday at 1:30?  (EJ, p. 61-63)

35.
Why is it that your lawyer had to respond to my email?

36.
Isn't it true that you have been denying me more time with Patrick for three years now?

37.
Did I or did I not specifically request Tuesday, Thursday, and Saturday (or Sunday) times with Patrick every week, that would not compromise the stand that I took in Judge Digangi's courtroom and validate his corrupt ruling? (Tape - Phone messages, EJ p. 3, 6, 8)

38.
And didn't you ignore three email requests before directing me to send all future communication to your lawyer?  

39.
Can you show me where in the court order it delegates your lawyer as your answering service? (EJ p. 8)

40.
Haven't you, without providing a reason, denied me overnight visitations that I have requested in court meetings downstairs?

41.
Didn't you agree in court to mediation to work out our differences, per Judge Manzi's suggestion, and then have your attorney call me later that day to tell me that you had changed your mind?

42.
Didn't your own mother suggest that we sit down at her kitchen table to work things out? 

43.
And didn't you refuse to sit down to work things out?

GLEASON:

Is it true that you have spent $18,500 on Gleason, who didn't even become your lawyer until after the pretrial conference?

46.
So Gleason has convinced you that he has worked 62 hours on this case at $300 an hour?  And you consider me the enemy?

47.
Don't you think that money would have been better spent on a college fund for Patrick rather than vindictively oppose my efforts to be an equal parent to our son?

EMOTIONALLY UNSTABLE:

1.
Did you contribute to your attorney's Answer to my Complaint for Modification of the child custody orders?

2.
Do you agree with every claim made in that document?

3.
Can you explain to the court how I am emotionally unstable, as you claim?

4.
Have I ever been diagnosed with a mental illness?

5.
Have you?

6.
Am I dependent on any kind of medication or therapy to function?

7.
Are you?

8.
You did attempt to represent yourself for a short time, correct?

9.
And how long did that last?

10.
Didn't you file a motion for a continuance three weeks before our original trial, because representing yourself was too stressful for you?

11.
Did you do anything at all to represent yourself during the three months that you claimed to be representing yourself?

12.
Didn't you ignore my requests to meet as court ordered to pre-mark the evidence during this time?

I would like to submit at this time those five written requests including a certified mail request that was returned to me after three failed attempts at delivery AND Judge Manzi's order itself to meet prior to the trial date to pre-mark the evidence (#21).

13.
Can you explain why I have been able to overcome the stress of representing myself for this entire case if I am so emotionally unstable as you claim?

14.
Do you think that it is fun and games for me to write up all these documents, put up with your unethical attorneys, and plead my case in a system that has, present court excluded, proven to be biased against me?

15.
Wouldn't that suggest that I am more resilient, more stable, and, therefore, more fit as a parent than you?

DSS REPORT (#6)

What story did you give to our union president and school superintendent to convince them to slander me and conceal school-related information from the DSS?

2.
Did either of these people know anything at all about me to justify commenting about me or my relationship with you?

3.
Had the school superintendent ever even met me prior to the time that he was questioned by the DSS?

4.
Isn't it true that both of these school witnesses concealed your history of nervous breakdowns and excessive absences?

5.
Isn't it also true that both of these school witnesses concealed the results of the school investigation into your complaints of a hostile work environment?

6.
Didn't you deny that an investigation was conducted into your complaints of a hostile work environment in your question 23 response to my interrogatories?

I would like to submit at this time the memo, which contains the results of this investigation (#22).

7.
Please read the highlighted section of this memo.

8.
Can you please explain what is untrue about the stated fact that an investigation into your complaints of a hostile work environment, conducted by Arthur Nicholson and Joe Harb, concluded that your allegations were baseless and unfounded.

9.
Doesn't the same memo confirm that you yourself admitted that your allegations were false?

10.
Weren’t the union president and school superintendent aware of these results?

11.
Can you explain how a DSS investigator could possibly conclude after speaking to these two school officials that I am intimidating and verbally abusive toward you?

12.
Isn’t it true that the DSS investigator admitted to the fact that the trial was the first time that she had ever met me?

13.
Was this a DSS investigation of you or of me?

14.
Wasn’t that the excuse that Judge Digangi gave to preclude me from presenting my chalk of all the lies contained in that DSS report?

15.
Didn’t Judge Digangi state at our trial, and I quote, “The purpose of the investigation by this witness was not to investigate you, sir, in any way.  Bear that in mind”?  (Tr. p.22-23, lines 22-1)

16.
But Judge Digangi did not bear that in mind, did he?

17.
Isn’t it true that he referenced this same DSS report, which he would not let me discredit, to justify his ruling of sole custody to you?

25.
Isn't it true that I have NEVER called you an f'n psycho to your face or been verbally abusive to you as you alleged to the DSS worker?

26.
Can you explain how I refused to take you to the hospital as alleged when you had a miscarriage at school?  

27.
Specifically, can you share how and when you allegedly informed me that you were going to the hospital and how I refused to take you?

28.
Are you willing to admit that you left school to go to the hospital without informing me?

29.
(If she says no) Will you swear to that on Patrick's life?

30.
Can you explain why you would ever stay with someone and get pregnant again by that same person who you allege would be so vile as to refuse to take you to the hospital?

31.
Didn't you claim that I was harassing you because I had a couple of letters to the editor published in the Lawrence Eagle Tribune?

32.
And didn't you claim that I was banned from the Tribune for harassing them about my feelings of the court system?

33.
Who could have possibly communicated to you that I was banned from the Lawrence Eagle Tribune?

34.
Do I need to show the numerous letters that I have had published before and after you made this claim to the DSS?

35.
Didn't you also complain at school that I was harassing you because I was researching my custody case online and using the school copier to make copies of my court documents?

36.
How would this be harassing to you?

37.
And how would you know what I was doing on my computer or copying on the copier unless you were spying on me from an intrusive distance and, in effect, harassing me?

38.
Isn't it true that you and your accomplice, Union President Diane Dandreta, got in an argument at the beginning of the 2004-2005 school year because she had not come through on her promise to run me out of the high school?

39.
Isn’t it true that your desire to get me fired had everything to do with the fact that I am an embarrassing reminder of all the unethical stunts that you have pulled to keep me from having a parental relationship with our son?

With the more than $1,000 in income that is transferred from me to you each month in the form of child support, health insurance, and tax breaks, is it fair to say that you have significantly more income than me?  

6.
Is it also fair to say that my expenses to live in a home purchased to be the home for you, me and Patrick are significantly more than your expenses to live in your mother's mortgage-free home?

7.
If we compare financial statements, do you see any debts on my statement?  

8.
Do we see debts on your financial statement (#15)?

9.
So are you spending $2,000 per month, which conservatively represents the swing of income from me to you each month, on our son?

At this time, I would like to submit copies of the U.S. Savings bonds that I have purchased for Patrick since he was born (#24).

10.
Have you put any of the money received from me into a savings account or college fund for Patrick?

11.
Have you paid for any lessons for Patrick?  Skating lessons?  Swim classes?

12.
Have I?  Did I ask you to contribute?

13.
Haven’t you been claiming for five years now that I only want 50/50 custody to get out of paying child support?

14.
How does 50/50 custody get me out of paying child support?

15.

So is the real reason why you oppose 50/50 custody because YOU would lose out on the large excess to spend on yourself?

18.
Is the real reason why you oppose 50/50 custody because it would require you to also contribute to Patrick’s expenses?

19.
At our original trial, didn’t I propose that I document my child-related expenses each month and deposit the difference between the amount spent on Patrick and the amount that the court claims I would owe as a non-custodial parent into a savings account for Patrick?

20.
And what was your response to my proposal to buy a $20,000 Savings Bond in Patrick's name in lieu of paying the $8,600 appeals court extortion fee to your lawyer?

21.
So it was more important that you spend the money on yourself rather than receive significantly more money that would have gone to Patrick?

PLEAS TO GET ALONG

Have I repeatedly pleaded with you to put the bitterness aside and get along for Patrick's sake? (EJ p.2, 2(a), 2(b), 2(f), 2(g), 2(j), 7, 27, 28, 35)

Have I remembered you on special occasions with cards and gifts?

3.
Have you ever recognized me as Patrick's father with even a card?

4.
Am I always cordial and polite to you when I drop off Patrick and tell him to say bye to you on the days that I pick him up from you?

5.
Have I ever not responded to one of your emails or not picked up the phone when you called?

6.
Do you frequently not pick up the phone when I call?

7.
Prior to my complaint for modification, did you EVER pick up the phone if I did not have Patrick with me at the time?

8.
Have I provided you with copies of the pictures that I take of Patrick so that you have your own copies?

9.
Did I make a copy for you and your mother of videos that I have taken of Patrick?

10.
Have I invited you to come with us on trips? (EJ p. 1, 31, 46)

ACTIVITIES:

1.
Are you aware that a child of Patrick's age should be getting at least 60 minutes of physical activity a day?

2.
Do you do anything at all with Patrick that involves physical activity?

3.
Is it true that Patrick asks you to take him for walks for exercise and you always tell him maybe tomorrow, but never follow through on these promises?

4.
Have you ever done any of these activities with Patrick? sledding?  biking?  bowling?  hikes? 

5.
Do you ever play catch with him?  Pitch balls to him?  Play hide and seek with him?  Wrestle with him?  Have you ever taken him fishing?

6.
Have you ever taken Patrick to the zoo?  a museum? a ball game? a library?  the park?

7.
Do you ever take Patrick to church?  Is Patrick even baptized?

8.
Where does Patrick sleep at night?  Isn't it true that he sleeps in your bed?

IRRESPONSIBLE BEHAVIOR

Isn't it true that your answer on my summons to this complaint is blank because you refused to answer the door to be served? (#25)

2.
And isn't it also blank because you did not return the summons and complaint that was mailed to you on the same day?

3.
Isn't it true that you filed a complaint for contempt of child support on July 11, 2007 without any prior communication with me? (#26)

4.
And wasn't July 11, 2007 our first court date before Judge Cronin?

5.
Can you explain why you didn't use this hearing date to at least notify me or Judge Cronin about what you were up to?

Isn't it true that I first learned about your complaint when I found it taped to my front door?

Isn't it also true that you had to withdraw that complaint when I informed you that all payments had been made and that it was the DOR that was holding your checks?

Have I ever had Patrick for Christmas at the times that I requested?

Didn't you refuse my request for time with Patrick on Christmas in 2006 with a creative interpretation of our custody orders?

15.
And didn't you decide what hours I could have Patrick this Christmas so that you could ruin his appetite before I picked him up to take him to Christmas dinner?

16.
Isn't it my decision to decide what hours I have Patrick when it is my year to have him on that holiday?

MY BOOK:

Haven't you claimed that there are a multitude of lies and inaccuracies in my book?

2.
Can you name just one?

3.
If you believe that there are slanderous statements made about you in my book, then why did you not sue me for libel in Superior Court?

4.
Isn't it because you know as well as I do that every single word in that book is the truth?

5.
Isn't it true that you claimed in your complaint that our custody case had been impounded?

6.
Did you or I file a motion requesting that our case be impounded?

7.
Did you or I express in court at the trial that we would like the case impounded?

8.
Did you receive any notice from the lower court or the appeals court that they had impounded our case with reasons given as required by law to justify such a restraint?

9.
If you believed that our custody case had been legally impounded, then why did you not simply file a contempt of that order in your efforts to ban my book?

POINT BLANK:

Have you refused my efforts to communicate and get along with you to preserve your sole custody arrangement?

2.
Can you explain why it is in Patrick's best interests to have one parent instead of two?

3.
Do you deny that I am a dedicated, loving father to Patrick?

4.
Do you deny that Patrick loves me and wants more time with me?

5.
Do you deny that I can provide Patrick with experiences and instruction that you are not capable of providing?

6.
Can you explain why you think that you can do a better job of raising Patrick by yourself?

7.
You have been a teacher for a number of years, are you telling me that you cannot see a significant difference between your one-parent and two-parent students?

8.
Do you challenge the hundreds of studies, which have confirmed the detrimental effect on children, particularly boys, raised by chronically-depressed mothers?

Do you challenge the claim that young adults who have close relationships with their fathers are less likely to become clinically depressed, to develop eating disorders, and to develop anxiety disorders
